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YOU CAN MAKE A DIFFERENCE 
One day I was sitting down at a local drug spot when a man came up to me.  I asked him if he 
had any clean needles for sale.  He said ‘no, but can I pray for you?’  I said ‘man, I have hurt 
thousands of people.  I’ve got demons in me.  I am dating a witch and I worship Satan.  Get 
lost.’  He asked me,  ‘why would you worship Satan when all he wants to do is steal, kill  and 
destroy you?’  I said ‘If you had done the things I have done, God wouldn’t want you either.’  
He said ‘take my card.’  For some reason I did. 
             My heroin addiction just got worse and worse.  I was shooting more heroin than anyone 
I knew.  I decided once again to kill myself.  I went to the hospital to get some drugs.  I told the 
doctor that I was just in a car wreck and needed morphine.  He gave me Deioda (a morphine-
based drug).  I went back to where I was staying and melted down 16 pills into two syringes.  I 
shot them all, but I didn’t die!  I melted down a bunch more Ativan pills and shot them.  Noth-
ing!  I just couldn’t go on.  I hated myself.  I knew I was completely addicted to heroin. 
             I decided to go to Cliff’s house (the street minister that asked to pray for me) and detox.  
I have never been in so much pain in my life.  Every minute I thought about when I would get 
enough strength to go downtown, get some heroin, and kill myself.  After seven days I felt 
strong enough to get outside.  I set up a drug deal over the phone and planned at the first chance 
I would go kill myself.  Cliff came home one night and asked if I wanted to go to a  Bible study.  
I looked into his eyes and saw that he truly loved me so I said ‘yes’. 
             On the way out there I told Cliff that I thought I had committed the unforgivable sin.  I 
had tried to read the Bible but it felt like I was reading Greek.  I told him that I was having a lot 
of bad thoughts and that maybe it was too late for me.  I  had performed sex acts with many 
women, I had been to 12 jails, 2 psychiatric wards, dozens of trips to hospitals, over two years in 
prison, and had victimized thousands of people.  I felt I was the worst man I knew; the worst 
man who ever lived. 
             When we got to the Bible study,  it turned out the man who was speaking was talking 
about the Book of Revelation.  ‘Great’, I thought, but instead of talking about hell and brimstone 
as I’d expected, he was talking about every question I had, even about the unforgivable sin.  At 
the end he said he felt like he wanted to pray for everyone.  I could see him moving around the 
room and getting closer to me.  To this day I’m not sure exactly what happened but I felt my legs 
start to move and I remember looking down and seeing my feet move. I made it to the bathroom 
and had the most incredible seizure.  I couldn’t breathe.  All I could hear was, ‘run Get out. Run 
for your life.’ 
I left the bathroom and went back to the room where everyone was praying.  The man asked me 
to come into the circle so he could pray for me.  He led me to a couch and sat me down.  He said 
‘are you a Christian?’  I said ‘yes’.  Then he said ‘open up your heart to Jesus.’  I did. I closed 
my eyes and opened my heart to Him.  The man started praying and I got hit with a thick wave 
of power.  It shot me right back in my chair with my eyes rolling in my head.  I was out for four 
or five seconds.  I tell you this, I will never forget that time I had with the Holy Spirit.  When I 
came to, I didn’t know what exactly happened, but my heart which had been the size of a pea 
was now turned into the size of a mountain.  I felt completely healed.  I had hope instantly.  I 
didn’t want any drugs or women. 
The next day I turned off the TV for the last time and started to read the Bible. I couldn’t believe 
it.  It was alive to me. (Exciting True story name will remain anonymous)  



HOLIDAY COURT 

              As my night at the motel was calming down I noticed a group of youth, about 30 in all.  They had 
rented a room!  So I decided I’d better pray; something was wrong! 
            Then all of a sudden a man ran by my window with the mob chasing him.  This man is an addict and 
dealer—most of all he was my friend.  I ran outside to pray for him as he ran.  He turned and was running 
back to the motel: the one kid with a knife lifted his arm and just missed stabbing my friend.  I then jumped 
him and confronted the teen with the knife, with the mob behind.  I said ‘what is the problem?’  
He explained that they gave him money to buy them some booze and he ripped them off; I said ‘you deserved 
it! who in their right mind would give an addict money to get them booze?’  I then said ‘take your mob back to 
the room and I’ll work it out and come talk to you!’ 
            I had the guy they wanted in my room and I wasn’t going to let them at him.  I knew God was with me; 
I didn’t in any way want to use violence to solve the problem.  I then went to my room to talk to my friend.  
The first thing he said was ‘I didn’t do nothing.’  I said ‘ya right’.  I asked him again .. ‘I didn’t do nothing!’  I 
said ‘you’re lying, man.  I want to help you and I can’t help you if you're lying.’   He then confessed, ‘okay, I 
did it.’  I told him we had to resolve the problem with forgiveness.  I explained how Jesus forgave us, and this 
had to happen here. 
            The debt was only $25., so I said I would pay it, but he had to say ‘sorry’ to the people he ripped off.  
He agreed, with sweat running down his face.  I went up to the room and saw about 15 teens outside.  I told 
them to leave and do something good with their lives, and they left, to my surprise! 
            I went to the room now and it was full.  I said ‘who got ripped off?’; they all started saying ‘we all 
did.’  I said ‘whose money was it?’  I met the guy with the knife, who agreed to come to my room. I said I’d 
pay the debt, then another person said ‘it was my money too!’  They said they were all coming.  ‘That’s not 
going to happen’, I said.  The leader said just the two of them were going, so away we went.  I had about 20 
Bibles waiting for them as we entered the room.  It was intense!  I told them how forgiveness would end this 
forever, otherwise it will never end’, and the teens looked at my Prayer Wall full of pictures… seeing some of 
their friends were mine also.  It was awesome. 
            Then as my friend said ‘sorry’ and they all shook hands, we began to laugh at what’d just happened. 
I then shared about how Jesus died for our sins and paid our debt for us, and when we ask for forgiveness, 
                                                    we’re forgiven.   
                                                    Then I lifted the pocket Bibles and filled both their arms and said ‘every 
                                                    answer you need is in here: take these and give one to each of your friends. 
                                                    They took them and gave all their friends a Bible.  It was awesome. 
                                                    I don’t know what happened to the gang by I’m sure they will not forget 
                                                    that night when the Lord spoiled their plans!  I thank God I was there to 
                                                    be used by God; it is risky, but I feel so blessed being there.

A top-selling video game," Grand Theft Auto III,"  is an exercise 
in crime and violence. Although the game is rated for "mature" 
players only (17 and up), younger kids are getting their hands on 
it. Made by Rock star Games for Sony PlayStation 2, "Grand 
Theft Auto III" takes the videogame industry a step up techni-
cally, but a big step down socially. 
 
Game experts and reviewers applaud the digital depth of "Grand 
Theft Auto III," while asking folks to "lighten up" about the vio-
lence. 
 
Here's what they think we should lighten up about: In "Grand 
Theft Auto III," the player works for the mafia, which involves 
killing police officers and innocent bystanders, stealing cars, and 
doing drugs. When the player begins to lose his health, he can 
pick up a prostitute on the street and have sex with her, as indi-
cated by a bouncing car. As a result, the player's health goes up, 
but his funds go down. Once the hooker exits 
the car, if the player wants his money back, he can dash after 
her, beat her to death and recover the cash. 
 
People who have played the game say that the bloody beating is 
done with a baseball bat that players can "feel" in their hands 
through the PlayStation controller. 
As video games become more realistic, one has to ask whether 
we aren't "training" kids in violence, as has been suggested by 
medical professionals and military leaders.  
Please contact Rockstar Games and their owner, Take-Two Inter-
active Software, Inc., as well as the maker of PlayStation 2, Sony 
Computer 
Entertainment Inc., and ask them to immediately withdraw 
"Grand Theft Auto III" from store shelves and discontinue  
selling and marketing this "game". 
 
I encourage you, if your kids or you 
play this game, to destroy it!  Re-
member to explain why you don’t 
want this in your house. If we’re go-
ing to make a difference in our soci-
ety this is a good place to start.
